SOUTH CENTRAL ASSOCIATION OF SHRINE MOTOR CORPS

CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE I.   NAME AND PURPOSE

SECTION 1.  This Association shall be known as the South Central Association of Shrine Motor Corps.

SECTION 2.  The purpose of this Association is to promote fellowship among the Nobles of the South Central Association Shrine and to create competition between the various classes of Motor Corps Units, within the Shrine Temples of the South Central Association Shrine.

SECTION 3.  Member Motor Corps Units of this Association, as a body, shall not use its influence in any way, whatsoever, in the affairs of the Imperial Council, nor will it enter in collusion with any others, having that intent.

ARTICLE II.   MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1.  Membership in this Association shall consist of:  Active members, Members-at-Large, and Honorary members, as elected by the Executive Committee, elected officers and Past Presidents (3) last.

SECTION 2.  An Active member shall be a member of a Motor Corps Unit who is in good standing in its Temple and affiliated with this Association.

SECTION 2 (A).  The Elective Offices of this Association cannot be filled by two (2) Nobles of the same Temple.

SECTION 3.  A Member-at-Large shall be a member who was formerly an Active Member, who Motor Corps Unit has disbanded or has moved his place of residence out of the jurisdiction of his Motor Corps Unit, or who has become a member of a "Retired Veterans" group that is recognized by his Motor Corps Unit.

SECTION 4.  Shrine Motor Corps Units, desiring to affiliate with this Association shall submit an application on a form provided for that purpose, listing its Officers and members, signed and approved by the Potentate of their Temple, together with the current year's dues.

SECTION 5.  All applications of Motor Corps Units, desiring to affiliate with this Association must be submitted to the Executive Committee for approval prior to any Motor Corps Unit being admitted to membership.

SECTION 6.  Temples not having "officer’s representation" in Motor Corps Association shall have one elected person from its Temple Motor Corps Units to serve as an official representative to the S.C.S.A. Motor Corps Association.  The name of said Representative to be submitted to the Association Secretary within 30 days after being elected as Temple Representative.  The Temple Representative is to be present at the Mid-Winter Conference 
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And annual S.C.S.A. Convention.  Said Representative shall not have a voting privilege at any Executive Committee Meeting.  

ARTICLE III.    DUTIES OF MEMBERS

SECTION 1.  The secretary of each Motor Corps Unit, who are members of this Association, shall advise the secretary of this Association, on the form provided, the names, addresses and zip code numbers of all members of their Motor Corps Units.
SECTION 2.  Any new Motor Corps Unit member, who became a member of their Motor Corps Unit, after that Motor Corps Unit paid their dues, shall prior to any competition, pay to the secretary of this association, the same dues as other Motor Corps Unit Members.

SECTION 3.  All Motor Corps Units, who are members of this Association, shall pay dues, as are established in the By-Laws of this Association.

SECTION 4.  All present and all new Motor Corps Units, shall have paid their dues to this Association, prior to being allowed to enter any competition.

SECTION 5.  All Members-at-Large of this Association shall pay to the secretary of this Association, the same dues as Active members of this Association.

ARTICLE IV.   OFFICERS

SECTION 1.  Officers of this Association shall consist of:  President, 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th Vice Presidents, Sergeant-at-Arms, and Organizer;  all of which shall be elected for a term of one year at the time of the South Central Shrine Convention and shall serve until their successors have been elected and installed.  The President of the Motor Corps shall be a member of the Host Temple for the S.C.S.A. Convention.  The remaining officer lineup shall coincide with the S.C.S.A. Host Temple rotation.

SECTION 2.  The office of Secretary/Treasurer of this Association shall be permanent, and he shall serve in this capacity until such time as his successor is appointed by the Executive Committee.  He shall be reimbursed for any hotel expenses at both the Mid-winter and annual meetings of the SCASMC. (amended at the Mid-winter meeting 2020)
SECTION 3.  Only Active Members as described in Article II, Section 2 of this Constitution shall be eligible to hold office in this Association.  If for any reason, an officer of this Association does not qualify under this Section, he shall forfeit his office.

SECTION 4.  The Office of the "Director of Competition" of this Association shall be permanent and he shall serve in this capacity until such time as his successor is appointed by the Executive Committee.  
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ARTICLE V.   DUTIES OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1.  The President shall preside at all meetings of this Association and shall carry out all orders and resolutions of this Association, he shall be an ex-officio member of all committees, and he shall appoint all committees and can be the chairman of the Executive Committee.  At the Mid-Winter Meeting he shall appoint an auditing committee, such committee can audit the books of this Association, prior to the South Central Convention.  He shall have the option of appointing a Chairman of the Convention Committee to make arrangements for the competition area and shall supervise all committees and plans being made for the South Central Convention meetings.

SECTION 2.  The 1st Vice President, shall, in the absence of the President, perform the duties of the President.  The remaining Vice President, shall in the absence of the President and the 1st Vice President, perform the duties of the President.  All Vice Presidents shall also perform any other duties as may be assigned to them by the President.

SECTION 3.  The Sergeant-at-Arms, shall properly tile all meetings of this Association, and shall provide a book wherein each person, attending the Mid-Winter and Annual Meeting of this Association, shall register his name and temple and upon the election of his successor, the Sergeant-at-Arms shall deliver to the newly elected Sergeant-at-Arms, such registration book.  He shall also provide identification badges to all Motor Corps Units voting representatives, cost of same to be paid by this Association.

SECTION 4.  The Organizer shall encourage and promote new members of this Association from the various South Central Shrine Temples.  He shall report the names of all new Motor Corps Units wishing to affiliate with this Association to the Secretary and the President.

SECTION 5.  The Secretary/Treasurer shall keep all the records of this Association and record the minutes.  He shall receive all the dues and monies, depositing same in a reputable bank, covered by Federal Depositors Insurance, in the account of the South Central Shrine Association Motor Corps.  He shall pay out funds, ordered by the Executive Board, and shall prior to the annual meeting, prepare a printed summary of this annual report, along with the minutes of the Mid-Winter Meeting.  He shall also at the discretion of the membership of this Association, give good and sufficient bond for the faithful performance of his duties.  Such bond, if so requested, shall be in the amount determined by the Executive Board and shall be kept in the custody of the President of this Association.  Bond shall be paid for by the Association.

ARTICLE VI.  EXECUTIVE BOARD AND THEIR DUTIES

SECTION 1.  The Executive Board of this Association shall consist of all present elected officers and together with any immediate three past Presidents, who may be present, shall have the authority and power to conduct the Interim business of this Association and shall

have the power to fill any vacancy until the Annual Meeting, at which time the vacancy shall be filled by the voting members of this Association.
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ARTICLE VII.  ACTIVITIES OF THIS ASSOCIATION

SECTION 1.  Activities of the South Central Association Shrine Motor Corps shall consist of promoting goodwill and fellowship among the South Central Shrine Temples by the organization of competition drills and obstacle courses for members.  

ARTICLE VIII.  AMENDMENT OF CONSTITUTION

SECTION 1.  This constitution may be amended at any time, providing such amendments are submitted in writing, at any regular meeting, or special meeting of this Association.  Such proposed amendments shall be read and lay over until the next regular meeting and when offered shall require a two thirds majority present vote to be a part.
